The past few months have been tremendous here in Dundee! Our Holiday Bible Club was the best we have
ever had. We dealt with a total of 55 kids! That Sunday night we had our prize giving and gave out certificates
to all that came and ended up with 67 people in attendance. What a great opportunity to preach the gospel to
them. Praise God for a full house! Several times since our last prayer letter we have had a full house.

Two weeks after the HBC was our two-week tent meeting in Baxter Park. We didn’t have as many first time
visitors compared to other years, but we had some visitors that came most every night. Several from the church
were able to witness to different people in the park during the two weeks.

Right before our annual camp meeting we baptised Stephanie and Louise. We also had the Lord’s Supper and
at the end of that service we had testimonies. The Lord really met with us and two young girls accepted Him as
their Saviour! What a blessing!

During this years camp meeting we had missionaries from Portugal, Spain, Germany, England and several from
Scotland. We also had a group from Old Time Baptist Church in New York and a young lady from Indiana.
The entire meeting was a blessing to many and we had a couple of first time visitors. On Tuesday, Samantha
(Bro. Tom and Mrs. Pats’ granddaughter) accepted Jesus as her Saviour! The owners from the B&B that we
use (Jim and Jay) came out again this year and brought Jay’s sister Helen with them. All three of these folks are
lost. They heard two messages that night and really enjoyed it. Mr. Jim told me later that they are going to
come out to the church soon. Please pray for their salvation.

On Thursday afternoon of the camp meeting, we invite everyone to go with us for our street ministry. This
year, thanks to the preachers and others helping and getting involved, we had a tremendous afternoon, the best
in nine years! A young lady of seventeen, Savannah, accepted Jesus as her Saviour right there on the street!

Our one-on-one discipleship program is growing. Right now I am studying with five men and my wife is
disciplining two ladies. These studies are grounding them in the Word and producing growth in their spiritual
lives. This is a great benefit to the church.
